TMC Electronic Test Reporting

The TMC electronic test reporting summary for 19980201 – 19980930 was presented (see Attachment #3).  The total number of electronically received reports to the TMC was 434.  The total number of non-electronically received reports was 969. The total percentage of electronically received reference oil test reports was 30.9%. 

The chairman noted that the ASTM Test Monitoring Board approved a surcharge to non-electronic reference oil tests reported to the TMC.  The effective date for the surcharge is November 1, 1998 for gear and crankcase test areas (see Attachment #4).  The third quarter of 1999 was given as a rough time frame for the implementation of the surcharge for the bench test areas. Testing laboratories requested that the TMC publish a list to laboratories showing current status of the surcharge for all test areas. DCC voting members will be the contact person regarding this issue.

Item 12 - Memo should be Memo 98-180.  Item 38 MTEOS -19980820 version number does not show a memo or information letter formalizing its use.


TMC was requested to send memos out on any test area that has not been had a memo or information letter showing the beta test report forms and 

data dictionary.  OPEST test area should be removed from report.  BRBT is to be changed to BRT.

Functional Acknowledgment Discussion

This process is completely voluntary among trading partners.  The TMC has 
initiated the e-mail return part of this process with good results to date.  The next 
part to address on this topic is the error detection processing.  The subgroup
responsible for this topic will need to reconvene before the next meeting to 
develop wording describing the process. 


Questions and Topics for Discussion
1. Transmission protocol X.400 vs. ftp: Current transmission protocol is X.400 (MCI Mail/Sprint …).  The committee felt that moving to the ftp protocol was the direction to move towards because of the obsolescence of the X.400 protocol and agreed to modify Item 3 of ETRTM to allow for both transmission protocols.  Data encryption protocol needs to be addressed as a high priority due to increased security issues using ftp.  The encryption issue is to take higher priority than the functional acknowledgment issue mentioned previously.

2.
Jet Forms Version Upgrade: The new version allows for .pdf formats.  TMC would like to move to the new version.  Y2K compliance of the current version 4.0 that is in use is questionable.  Southwest Research will answer the question regarding Y2K compliance of the 4.0 version for the group.  Also backward compatibility is an issue so the TMC will find an answer to this item. Several other functional questions were given to the chairman to investigate potential improvements of the new version. The committee will address this issue at a later date.    

3. Report version tracking and elimination of hard copy mailings to TMC.  The chairman noted that the TMC was requested to review this issue by the ASTM Test Monitoring Board.  The TMC will be working with surveillance panels to achieve this goal.

Signed & unsigned data format issues: The TMC agreed to add to their data dictionary creation tool logic that ensures formats are always sufficient to allow for a place for the sign.  In addition, during all revisions the TMC should review current formats to determine if a place is reserved for the sign and make appropriate changes. ETRTM to be modified appropriately.


7. 
CMIR mnemonic elimination: TMC requests that the CMIR field in the header be populated with the 5-digit CMIR number.  The committee approved this request.  The ERTM is to be modified to show this item.      


10. M11& T-9 Operational Summary Changes FYI Item.  The committee instructed the TMC to start naming quality index, bad quality, number of samples and over/under range data mnemonics on the M11 & T-9 operational summary pages with Q, B, N and O respectively.  The current Sequence VG, Sequence IIIF and Sequence IVA data dictionaries will need to be modified to comply once Quality Index protocol is defined for these test areas. The committee agreed with the TMC regarding moving forward on M11 and T-9 quality index modified report forms. The committee agreed that new average calculations for the M11 are to be done with the effective date of the forms published in the upcoming information letter.  QI population has grace period as stated in information letter (not published yet). The test file for beta testing on the M11 will be supplied by EG.  SR will supply the T-9.

Test method population discussion: The committee requested that a note be added to T-8 operation 
summary page about data used for averages.  Averages are based on all data present for the length of test.  A proposal to populate the test type mnemonic in header with actual method run by lab (T-8A, T-8 or T-8E) was approved.   Test method needs to be added to the T-8 data dictionary.   Clients are to discuss the T-8 report form situation and give the chairman feedback by 10/26/1998.  General consensus of committee was that individual report packets should be created for the T-8A, T-8 and T-8E.  



The following addition to ETRTM 2.8.2 was approved: This designation 


shall be taken from one of the listed methods in the description section of 


the method field in the corresponding test type dictionary.  Any imbedded 


dashes shall be omitted from the designation when populating the test 


type field. 

The chairman was given several other ETRTM cleanups.  The chairman was to make 
the necessary changes.


L-37 Discussion Item

Lubrizol presented information regarding recent L-37 changes and the effect on mnemonic names (Attachment #10).  The L-37 mnemonics SUMTOT1 and SUMTOT2 were used as an example of improper naming. The mnemonics SUMTOT1 and SUMTOT2 should have been renamed because the components of this mnemonic have changed. 

An addition of 1.16 to the ETRTM to address units concerns was to be added:


If the units of a field change and no conversion is possible a new name must be 
created.

Also, the committee felt that a statement needed to be made regarding calculation change effects on mnemonics values.  The following statement was added as 1.17 to the ETRTM: 

If calculations surrounding a field name or the sub-components of that data change naming of this field is to be reviewed. 

Problems associated with re-mapping of field names needs attention during revisions to data dictionaries.  The TMC will need to address this in their data dictionary maintenance tool.  The TMC agreed to address this.


Data Dictionary Versions

TMC data dictionary version directories and what changed summary do not always agree.  An example is L-37 version transition in March 1998.  TMC acknowledged the problem and will address.
