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TMC Compendium Content v. Test Method Content 
A review and further discussion as to what should live in which document occurred. At the conclusion, general consensus was reached that perhaps the system values should live in the TMC compendium and the method should be stated in the test method. It was also felt that before doing that, the idea should be communicated to the LTMS TF SS and other panels. (Same)
Extension E Limits
Further discussion occurred as to how to calculate extension limits for E and impact of reference extensions and reductions. There are 3 ways to calculate.  None are right, but all provide insight.
Need a stats group meeting to discuss the following questions:
~ for a Zi only parameter, how does excessive influence work (since there are no Ei limits to trigger the analysis)?  

~ assuming you have an excessive influence in the first three tests (fast start), do you use the original Yi or adjusted Yi for the Zo calculation?
~ best ways to calculate Ee and Ez limits by parameter and test type.
Discussion shifted to more Cummins Surveillance Panel issues surrounding the ISB with soot rates and correction factors.  An analysis is forthcoming.  The group decided to take a break from weekly calls and wait for the stats group recommendations or the ISB analysis.  In either case, A Cummins Surveillance Panel conference call would be convened in place of this working group to complete LTMS v2 the ISB test.
