I'm not aware of other parts supply issues other than the gasket kit (1Y4116) and the oil jet. 

Oil Jet part number changes: 

Our production oil jet part number has changed from 226-6478 to 276-7222.  The supplier has not changed, but the new part number allows us to change supplier at any time.  The alternate supplier produces a part that delivers a different oil flow rate to the piston, which might affect the oil test, therefore I have released a part to our distribution system that will assure that the C13 oil test has a consistent oil jet design.  The new part number is 1Y-4119  Tube As-Oil Jet, and is identical to the 226-6478.  The 1Y-4119 may not be available for a few months, so labs should continue to order 226-6478 until the 1Y-4119 becomes available.  There is sufficient supply of the 226-6478 in our distribution system to last 6-8 months, so I am not concerned. 

IVA flow rate 

I have not received any used IVA units from test labs for flow testing.   All IVA units are 100% inspected at the factory to tight specifications that have not changed since production started, so the observed physical differences between part numbers would not be expected to have an effect on engine performance for new units.  Testing of used units from XOM and SwRI having significant hours would be of interest.
