1. Call to order/Attendance/Minutes/Agenda 

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Jim Gutzwiller.  Attendance was taken by Chris Mazuca and is included as Attachment1.  The agenda as sent out by Jim Gutzwiller is included as Attachment2.  The minutes of the 02/13/06 meeting were unanimously accepted as sent with no changes or corrections. Jim Gutzwiller announced that Hind Abi-Akar would be acting as interim replacement for Abdul Cassim on behalf of Caterpillar. 
2. Round Robin Ratings
Not all of the Second Ring Top Carbon round robin ratings have been completed and reported.  The rings were held up at a couple of different labs and deviated from the routing sheet.   Three labs still need to take a look at some of the rings.  The rings will need to be sent to those labs and the round robin process will continue.  The results will be sent out to the SP for review upon completion of the ratings.
3. TMC Report
Jeff Clark gave a brief presentation included as Attachment3.  C13 referencing activity is very low.  One new lab is in the process of bringing in a new stand.  The majority of referenced stands came out of the matrix.  There has only been one reference test since establishing the monitoring system.  No additional reference tests are expected until late this year or early next.
Draft9 of the procedure was posted on the TMC website last month.  There has been very little feedback to this point.  
The next task is the development of QI limits.  Jeff Clark will organize plots and send them to labs.
4. PC10 Fuel
There have been some problems since an outage back in May.  Don Brunett from Chevron Pillips reported in a message to Jim Gutzwiller, included as Attachment4, that the supply problem was a result of an out of spec feedstock.  Supplies are expected to be tight through Q3 of this year.
Jim Gutzwiller reported that the Chevron Pillips contact information in the C13 procedure is incorrect.  The correct contact information as shown at the bottom of Attachment4 is:

Jim Gutzwiller raised the question of the use of PC-10 fuel which meets chem specs but is not dyed.  In the event that the inability to accept a tanker would shutdown a lab this could be an issue.   In an emergency situation is the use of undyed fuel permissible since PC10 fuel by definition is dyed red?  Pat Fetterman stated that this was a question for the class panel to address.
5. Parts Update
Jim Gutzwiller gave a brief parts presentation based on input from Britt Pulley and included as Attachment5.  The high pressure turbo charger has had a part number change due to a change in the bearing alloy.  The housings, compressor and turbine wheels are unchanged and should therefore have no effect on test performance.
The previously announced new part number for IVA units (276-4376) is now in the system.  The new part number is due to a change to the actuator seat with no expected change in performance.
The C13 P-tube (1Y4119) is on back order.  In the interim 226-6478 can be used.  There has been no change to pistons, rings and liners and plenty are on hand.  Wim van Dam stated that the cooling jet is a critical part and it is therefore important to be certain that all test engines are using the same parts.  Jim Gutzwiller pointed out that the cooling jets are not changed every test and 226-6478 are currently being used.
6. Procedure

Jim Gutzwiller and Jeff Clark requested that all lab engineers review Draft9 of the procedure and send any feedback to the SP.  Jim Gutzwiller stated that there is talk of a Cummins test procedure review and he would like to schedule a C13 procedure review in conjunction.  Among the topics for discussion are the absence of some photographs and inlet air pressure tap locations.  One lab has inlet air pressure data from different locations and will present the data at the procedure review.
7. QI Review

A meeting will be scheduled to select QI limits based on data which will be provided by the TMC.

8. Next Meeting

The next meeting will be a procedure review.  Chairman Jim Gutzwiller will send out a meeting announcement.
