Connecting rod change from 160-8229 to 223-9150
New rods (223-9150) have a fractured separation on crank end.  Same bearings on wrist pin and crank ends.  Rod side clearance is the same.  CAT believes there will be no impact on piston deposits with the new rod.  Torque procedures are the same.  Old rods are no longer available as new. Remanufactured rods are not recommended.   Do not mix rods on the same engine.  Rotating inertia will be slightly different and CAT will provide new data.  Make a note in the test comments section when new rods are used.  Rods can be replaced on an attrition basis.
