UNAPPROVED MEETING MINUTES OF THE

Caterpillar C13 Test Development Task Force

May 4, 2005

1. Call to order/Attendance/Minutes/Agenda 

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tom Franklin.  Attendance was taken by Chris Mazuca and is included as Attachment1.  The minutes from the 3/2/05, 3/14/05, 3/24/05, and 04/05/05 meetings were unanimously accepted without changes. The agenda as sent out by Tom Franklin is included as Attachment2.

2. MOA

Tom Franklin stated that the MOA was in his possession and the effective date was 05/03/05.

3. Statistical Presentation

Abdul Cassim reviewed the presentation included as Attachment 3.

Abdul Cassim proposed using the OC delta method in conjunction with the OC %Increase method when evaluating the data generated in the first part of the matrix.

Jim Rutherford stated that he was somewhat concerned that it may be construed by others that the task force is simply choosing the method that makes the data look better.  Tom Franklin stated that the method is only looking at the same data in a different way.  The technical basis is the same.

Jim Rutherford also was concerned that the MOA stated specifically that the OC %Increase method would be used.  Abdul Cassim stated that the clause in question was removed from an earlier version of the MOA and the Task Force now has the freedom to choose the method.

Tom Franklin, reading from the MOA, verified that if any one parameter generated a value of p<=0.05 the C13 matrix would resume.

The OC delta data should be calculated and sent to Jeff Clark separately from the report forms since the report is not yet setup for the additional data.

4. Additional Data

Abdul Cassim asked if anyone had a problem with other stands outside the matrix providing additional Ref Oil A data.

Joan Evans stated that as long as the tests are deemed acceptable there should not be a problem with additional data.  Joan Evans commented that it was her understanding the no more Ref Oil A was available.  Abdul Cassim stated that he did not yet have verification that the oil in question was indeed the same Ref Oil A run in the mini-matrix.  There was also a concern about the duration and method of storage.

Bob Campbell asked that humidity data be collected to help in determining the impact of seasonal changes.  Tom Franklin added the clause that installation of the probe should not delay the start of any of the matrix tests.  The data will be collected like the T-12 with six minute data in degrees Celsius and a probe located between any air conditioning system and the turbo.  This data will also be sent to Jeff Clark of the TMC separately from the current report form.

5. Final Questions/Closing Comments

Bob Campbell pointed out that the Moroso external oil weigh bucket is no longer available.  As a result the portion of the procedure which specifies the bucket by part number must be changed to reference a volume and/or general shape.  Tom Franklin asked that Bob Campbell offer wording to be included in the procedure.

Abdul Cassim stated that after going to the 360deg measurement of the second ring side clearance the data in terms of the position of least side clearance was lost.  Abdul Cassim made a motion that the location and degrees of minimum clearance be reported.  This data should also be reported to Jeff Clark separately from the current report form.

6. Next meeting/teleconference

The next teleconference will be held 06/08/05.  Tom Franklin will send out an announcement and agenda.
