Call to order at 10am
There is some ambiguity related to section 9.3 of the procedure.  It reads as follows:

Stand Calibration Period – The calibration period is 12 500 hour non-reference oil tests or 12 months, whichever comes first, from the EOT date of the last acceptable reference oil test.

A motion was made to change the wording as follows: The calibration period is 12 operationally valid (See Annex A12) non-reference oil tests or 12 months, whichever comes first, from the EOT date of the last acceptable reference oil test.

Discussion

This motion means that short tests and invalid tests would not count.  There is some ambiguity about the definition of non-interpretable.  That will be addressed at a later date.

Nine members voted for the motion and there was one waive.  The motion carried.
