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1. Action Items

1) Investigate weld technique used on EGR coolers ( silver-solder versus other) – (Warren)

2) Check on availability of new style production coolers and send one to San Antonio for modification and testing – (Warren)

3) Continue investigation of in-line EGR control valve to replace restrictor plate – (Warren)

4) Obtain cost and timing from Fleetguard for making available a new oil filter batch – (Warren)

3. Motions

1) Approve M-11 EGR Research Report. Moved by Warren Totten, seconded by Scott Richards. Passed

2) Adopt same LTMS precision action alarm rules for the M-11 EGR test as the Mack T10 test. Moved by Jim Moritz, seconded by Scott Richards. Passed
4. Call To Order

Warren Totten called the meeting to order at 10:00 am (EST). There was no formal agenda, but the main purpose was to approve the M-11 EGR Research Report that had been distributed by Warren. The attendance list is included as attachment 1.  There were no changes to the membership indicated. 

5. Approval of Research Report

Prior to the meeting, Warren distributed a copy of the latest draft of the M-11 EGR Research Report to the Task Force. Warren asked for additional comments or corrections to this draft. Hearing none, Warren moved that the M-11 EGR Research Report be accepted by the Task Force and that this approval be forwarded to the HDEOCP and Subcommittee B. This motion was seconded by Scott and approved unanimously by the Task Force.


6. Other Business

a) EGR Coolers – Scott asked about the status of new EGR coolers. Warren reported that the delivery of the latest batch of coolers had been delayed until early January and encouraged labs to continue to repair failed coolers when possible. Most labs reported some success in making repairs, especially if the failure occurred on the end plates. A question arose regarding the weld technique used on the end plate and Warren agreed to find out if it was silver soldered or if some other technique was used. Warren then commented that he has been exploring the possibility of using another cooler that is currently being used on another program. This cooler is essentially the same dimensionally as the current cooler, but does contain a few more tubes. The advantage is that this new cooler is production intent and should be more readily available. Warren agreed to look into the availability of these new coolers and to see if he could obtain one to send to one of the San Antonio labs for retrofitting to the M-11 EGR configuration. Warren also indicated that he is looking at  an in-line valve to control EGR and eliminate the restrictor plates. He hopes to have information on that valve in the near future.

b) Water Cooled Turbos – Bill Larch asked if a drawing for the plumbing arrangement for the water-cooled turbos was available. Warren indicated that the only portion of the plumbing arrangement that hadn’t been finalized was the exact location of the water return line into the engine. Since SwRI has set up and run one of the turbos, Warren asked them to describe their setup. Andy described their setup and then agreed to send photos of it for inclusion with the minutes. These photos have been sent out and are also included with these minutes. Ron then gave the part numbers for some of the pieces that are used for the coolant plumbing:

c) Oil Filters – A question was raised regarding the status of the oil filter analysis at Fleetguard. Warren deferred to the Cummins presentation made at the last HDEOCP meeting in Chicago. A copy of that presentation is included as attachment 2. The possibility of going to another filter batch was also discussed. Ron reported that there are approximately 400 filters remaining in the current batch. The Task Force requested Warren to investigate the cost and timing of going to a new filter batch and he agreed to do so. He commented that a new batch would consist of the same type of filter media but would not be the same batch of material.

d) LTMS Rules – Jim Moritz moved that the LTMS rules for precision action alarms for the M-11 EGR test be the same as those for the Mack T10 test. This motion was seconded by Scott. After a brief discussion, the motion passed. In addition, Jim proposed that the M-11 EGR test only chart the featured oil (oil E) similar to the T10 test. After additional discussion, it was agreed to wait to take action on this item until after the next round of references are completed.

7. Additional Business/Next Meeting

There was no additional old or new business. The next meeting will be on December 3 at the ASTM meeting in Miami. 
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
