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1. Action Items
1. Implement correction factors of +19.1 mg for IAS and +1.7 mg for CWL for all ISM tests that complete on or after June 28, 2007
2. TMC to apply these correction factors to all affected tests in the database and use for future test target calculations
2. Call to Order/Membership/Approval of Minutes

Jim Moritz called the meeting to order at ~ 9:30 am (CDT). The purpose of the meeting was to agree on and approve correction factors for the ISM Injector Adjusting Screws (IAS) and the ISM Crossheads (CHW), both of which have been trending mild based on the reference oil  data.  
3. Summary of Discussions
Jeff Clark reviewed a presentation he had distributed prior to the meeting. His presentation shows that IAS has been trending mild since the inception of IAS screening by TEI. CWL has also been trending mild but it began approximately 3 tests after the IAS trend. While it appears the IAS mild trend could be attributed to the screening process, it is not clear what the cause of the CWL mild trend might be. 

Following Jeff’s presentation there was extensive discussion regarding which tests to include for comparison and where the separation should occur. There was general agreement to include all valid tests since there were no technical reasons for excluding them. After considering the options, Greg Shank moved to accept an IAS correction factor of +19.1 mg and a CWL correction factor of +2.2 mg. The motion was seconded by Shawn Whitacre. The results of the vote were:
Affirmative - 6

Negative - 1

Abstain – 4

Since this would need to be issued as an Information Letter, Jeff pointed out that due to the negative nothing could be done until this was presented to and approved by Technical Committee B. More than likely that Committee would kick it back to the Surveillance Panel for resolution. He suggested trying to come up with an alternate proposal that everyone could agree on.  Again after discussing the possibilities, Greg Shank moved to accept an IAS correction factor of +19.1 mg and a CWL correction factor of +1.7 mg effective for all ISM tests that complete on or after June 28, 2007. The motion was seconded by Shawn Whitacre. 

The results of the vote were:

Affirmative - 10

Negative - 0

Abstain – 1

The correction factors will be used to evaluate calibration tests on a go forward basis. Jeff will apply the correction factors to the tests in the database but it will not affect their calibration status. The corrected data will be used the next time targets are updated.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
4. Additional Business/Next Meeting
