1. Action Items
1. All future ISB runs to have pre and post test cam lobe measurements using Sequence III procedure
2. Develop a way to remove cam pins prior to shipping post test cams to supplier for measurement

3. Standardize external oil weigh system pump, line sizes and weigh tank size. Labs to report what they are currently using.                              

2. Call to Order/Membership/Approval of Minutes

Mark Sarlo called the meeting to order at 1:00 pm (CST). Mark had distributed a copy of the proposed agenda via email prior to the meeting. Due to Warren not making the meeting some of the agenda items were tabled until the next call.
3. Summary of Discussions
The following summarizes the various topics discussed during the meeting:

a. Stand Installation Status
1) SwRI – nothing new

2) PE – Nothing new

3) Exxon Mobil – Running shakedown. Working on stage B cycle
4) LZ – No update
b. When the post test cam measurements are performed at the supplier, the cam pin needs to be removed in order for a locator pin to be installed. This is causing significant delays in the post-test measurements. 
c. The cam supplier has requested that the date the cam was measured (from the pre-test cam measurement sheet) be sent to the supplier with the cam when sending the cam back for post-test measurements. Apparently they use the date to identify the cam rather than the cam serial number. However, cam measurement sheets were supplied with only the first ten cams, so the labs have no way of identifying a date.  TEI reported this to Cummins when the cams were shipped to TEI last August. SwRI has pre and post test cam lobe measurements for each of their matrix runs using a micrometer. Jim Moritz moved that this procedure be used on all future runs and included in the database to determine possible discrimination and correlation. Measurements to be taken on each lobe in three spots (front, middle, rear) using Sequence III technique. The motion passed.
d. The engine build workshop report was presented by Jim Gutzwiller and was sent out prior to the meeting by Jim. Several items were noted during the report:
1) The need to stress that no solvent is to be used for cleaning any internal engine components

2) The need to determine if cam and tappet bore measurements are mandatory and to be reported

3) A caution on the technique used to install and remove tappets to eliminate possible scratching or marring of parts

4) Torque value for speed sensor bolt needs specifying

5) Caution to use gloves when handing parts during installation

6) Valve lash should be adjusted to spec ( .010 inch on intake: .020 inch on exhaust) prior to starting stage A conditions.

7) Other items as noted in the report are self explanatory

e. The external oil system needs to be better defined. Each lab needs to report what they are using in terms of pumps, line sizes, and weigh tanks. This could have an effect on oil stabilization times.
f. Need to determine why the differences in EGR rates.
g. Oil cooler should be drained after each flush
