Unconfirmed Minutes of the December 5, 2005
Meeting of the Mack Surveillance Panel

Marriott Waterside Hotel, Norfolk, VA

Call to order, membership and approval of previous minutes –

The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm by the Chairman, Wim Van Dam, and he reviewed the agenda shown in attachment one.

There were no reported changes in membership, and the attendance list is shown in attachment two.

The minutes of the September 9, 2005 meeting were approved as issued.

Scope and Objectives –

Wim noted that the S & O required revision to add the T-12 to the list of tests and remove the objective to develop a new test, and he made a motion to so revise the S & O. The motion passed with full support.

T-8 Reference Test Interval –

A TMC information letter to extend the T-8 reference test interval from 9 to 12 months drew several negatives which were supported at this meeting. Since the negatives stand and the reference interval will not change, a motion was made to withdraw the information letter. This motion passed with (8) affirmative, (0) negative and (2) abstain. 

TMC Report –

Jeff Clark’s report is shown in attachment three. Jeff Noted low activity for the T-8 and T-10 tests and moderate activity for the T-11. Wim asked if we should update the T-11 correction factors based on the 13 tests currently available or wait for 15 tests. Greg Shank moved and Riccardo Conti seconded that the correction factors should be updated based on the current 13 tests, and the new factors will apply to all tests that EOT on or after 6 December 2005. This motion passed with full support.

T-11 Limits for PC-10 –

Greg Shank stated that he plans to ask for an HDEOCP exit criteria ballot on revised limits for the T-11 in PC-10.

Current limit = 12 cSt maximum viscosity increase at 6.0 % soot
Add – 15 cSt maximum viscosity increase at 6.7 % soot

Add – 4 cSt maximum viscosity increase at 3.5 % soot
T-12 Task Force Report –

Riccardo Conti reported that all Task Force activities are complete except for the issuance of a Research Report, and it is time to move the T-12 Test to the Mack Surveillance Panel and form an Operations and Hardware Group to work detailed test issues. Riccardo made a motion to disband the T-12 Task Force and move the test to the Mack S. P. Again, the motion passed with full support.

Finally, Riccardo noted that he will Chair the O & H Group, and he made a brief presentation on boost level and EGR rate with a request for additional data.

T-12 to T-10 Correlation Data –

Jeff Clark noted that he had the reference oil data plus a submission from one company  to use to develop any correlation. Both Wim and Greg encouraged everyone to submit additional data, and Greg noted that ACEA will accept any correlation developed for use in their specifications.

TEI Report –

Ron Buck reported that the supply of T-10 cylinder kits at TEI is depleted, and the mold used to make the piston crown is no longer available. We need to either move forward with the T-12 correlation limits or move to the production-style bushingless crown.

Ron also noted that (10) small turbos are ready to ship at the supplier (for T-10 & T-11), and he needs a future demand estimate from the test labs.

Wim proposed that we repeat the industry request for T-12 / T-10 data and work the correlation route as the preferred option.

Old Business –

Greg Shank reported that the T-11 Research Report is now complete, but a copy was not made available in time for these minutes.

New Business –

None.

Next Meeting –

A teleconference will be called sometime in January to discuss all available T-12 to T-10 correlation data, and the next face to face meeting will be at the call of the Chairman.
