Minutes – of June 16 teleconference were approved.

Precision Matrix Status Report – to date six tests have been completed and reported. Five of those tests are valid. Two tests are currently running. One test on oil PC10B showed very low liner wear. Some investigation into the first four tests indicates that all were run with the proper ring sets. Estimation of matrix completion is around 8/22/05. The stand with the invalid test is likely the determining factor for the timing of the matrix completion.

Hardware Availability Update – TEI has distributed all the matrix kits to the labs. Some investigation into batches differences has begun. So far no impact due to hardware batches has been found.

Next Meeting – Teleconference on Thursday, June 23, 2005 to continue discussions on test operations. It is anticipated that a face-to-face meeting will occur late August or early September to review the complete matrix data set.
