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SCOPE
The Mack Test Surveillance Panel is responsible for the Mack T-8A, T-8, T-8E, T11, T-11A, and T-12 test procedures.  The Mack Surveillance Panel works with the ASTM Test Monitoring Center and the industry to monitor test operations, test statistics, test severity and test precision for these tests. Overall improvements in the test operation and test monitoring are accomplished with the cooperation of the test developer, the Test Monitoring Center and ASTM Subcommittee B0.02.
Monitor and address critical test parts quality and availability for Mack engine lubricant tests.
Monitor and address fuel quality and availability for Mack engine lubricant tests.
OBJECTIVES








Set up system to maintain sufficient supply of critical test parts and test fuels to last the life of API and ACEA categories associated with Mack engine lubricant tests.

Evaluate revisions to the LTMS system for Mack engine lubricant tests

Evaluate any correlations between the different generations of engine tests measuring the same parameter(s), to support a possible replacement of older tests.
Evaluate improved methods of oxidation measurement of engine lubricants.
