Attached is the current industry severity and precision EWMA control charts for Average Follower Wear (AFW). The industry is currently within the control chart limits for AFW.

Targets for oils 1004-3 and 1005-1 are based upon the targets for oils 1004-2 and 1005 respectively.  To date, 2 tests have been run on oil 1005-1 and no tests have been run on 1004-3. Note, that the current pooled standard deviation for oils 1005 and 1005-1 is 0.03.  This value is half the current target value.  This does not represent an improvement is test precision so much as it represents an improvement in reference oil performance compared to oil 1004.  This also raises the question of which standard deviation should be used for Severity Adjustment calculations.  Current SA calculations are based upon oil 1004 (and reblends).

Targets for both 1004-3 and 1005-1 to be updated at five tests.


Targets for 1005 to be updated at ten tests.


Targets for 1004-2 to be updated at twenty tests.
