a. One suggestion was to consider if ESCIT should make a recommendation to ILSAC/OIL on chemical limits for sulfur and phosphorus for GF-5. The team did not reach consensus and this item will be discussed at the next meeting. Add to action items.

b.  Should ESCIT charter be changed to include the development of a new emission system durability test? The team did not reach consensus and this item will be discussed at the next meeting. Add to action items.

10. Greg Guinther of AFTON gave a presentation on work his company is doing titled “Afton Catalyst Test (ACT), Researching the Effect of PEI on Phosphorus Related    Catalyst Poisoning”. See attachment 5 for a copy of Greg’s presentation.

a.  Greg asked ESCIT a question related to ref oils 32, 33, and 35 used in his study. The VM originally used in ref oils 32, 33, and 35 is no longer available. Would the use of an alternate VM call into question drawing comparisons between Afton’s original work and future work based on ref oils with a new polymer? Please respond directly to Greg.

b. AFTON plans an SAE paper in 2007 to report the results of their work.

11. Lew Williams of Lubrizol gave a presentation on work his company is doing titled “Taxi Fleet Testing to Examine Emissions System Durability”. See attachment 6 for a copy of Lew’s presentation. Williams estimated that by summer of 2006 additional catalyst analyst would be completed.

12. Ted Selby of Savant was unable to attend the meeting. Ted had planned to present information on PEI analysis at different temperature levels.

13. Doug Deckman of ExxonMobil described two items he will share with ESCIT. See the spread sheet in attachment 4.      

14. Chairman Sherwood announced he would have to step down as the chairman of ESCIT due to additional work assignments at Ford. Chris Engel of DC-Auburn Hills will be the new chair. Sherwood will stay on as a member and co-chair of ESCIT. Williams will be the ESCIT secretary.

15. Chairman Engel agreed to develop a timeline for ESCIT. The membership felt that more structure and clear timing when action items are due would improve our chances of making a recommendation to ILSAC/Oil as stated in our charter.
