   Phos Retention = (Ca@t=0/Ca@t=X) * (Phos@t=X/Phos@t=0) *100
   Example : if the T=0  P is 0.075 % wt and the T=EOT  P is 0.055 % wt 

   and the T=0  Ca is 0.300 % wt and the T=EOT  Ca is 0.330 % wt then 

   the P retention is 67%. 

   Any detergent metal can be used including Ca, Mg, or Na.

   EOT Phosphorus or detergent metal could be from a field test, Seq test, 
   bench test, or physical test.
